Staff teams break out into small groups or pairs for this activity.

1. Write down each of the three GSOs areas along with the second tier GSOs on separate pieces of flipchart paper and stick them
on the wall around the room.

2. Work in pairs.
3. Ask each pair to think about the work that they are currently engaged in.

4. Ask each pair to use post it notes to write down all the activities that they are doing that supports each of these outcomes and
then stick it onto the relevant GSO second tier area.
